The 2007-2008 school year has proven to be a most remarkable year for the students, families and 
faculty of the Upper School. This year the SDJA Upper School faculty has rejoiced with our students 
in their many distinctions: 
 
• One National Merit Scholarship finalist 
• Two National Merit Commended Scholars 
• This year’s 52 graduating seniors have received over 200 acceptances to 96 colleges and 

universities in 26 states and 3 countries. 
• Students have been offered over $1,700,000 in academic scholarships. 
• 73% of SDJA graduates were accepted to “top 100” universities (US News Best Colleges 2008). 
• 10 of the 18 students who have been at SDJA since Kindergarten (lifers) were accepted to “top 100” 

universities. 
• 48 of the 52 graduates were accepted to four-year universities. 
• All fourteen entrants to the county science fair won awards, with six first places. 
• One junior earned a Bronfman Youth Fellowship in Israel.

The Upper School faculty has been diligently working to expand the Upper School offerings. The 
faculty is excited to introduce the new Maimonides Arts Collective this year, and the High School 
Research Science Program, which will be implemented in 2008-2009. 
 
SDJA students have received numerous significant awards. A SDJA junior was one of 26 juniors from 
the US and Canada to be awarded a Bronfman Fellowship to study in Israel this summer. Another 
SDJA junior was awarded the Paul and Kathleen Severino Future Leaders Award from Rensselaer 
Polytechnic Institute from a nation-wide pool of high achieving female applicants.  
 
Many parents and visitors were able to see the upper school academic program by attending one of 
the many classroom tours, which provided participants with a first hand experience of classes in 
session and dynamic interactions between students and faculty. Attendees have been extremely 
impressed, leading to positive feedback about SDJA in the community. 
 
The accomplishments at SDJA this year have contributed to a high retention rate and an increase in 
new student applications for 2008-2009. We are anticipating a substantial increase in the student 
population for the upcoming school year.
